Retinal photography is a sophisticated instrument that allows us to provide you with a more thorough medical analysis of your eyes.  The retinal camera takes a digital picture of the retina, assisting the doctors in detecting many disorders, including glaucoma, diabetic retinopathy, macular degeneration, hypertensive retinopathy, and other sight threatening conditions.  The pictures are stored in your file and will be used to compare with future images to observe for health changes inside your eyes.

The doctors strongly recommend that ALL PATIENTS have this procedure performed routinely.  If you are 40 years and older, the doctors recommend yearly photos.  If you are younger than 40 years old, every other year is routine, unless otherwise specified by the doctors.  It is especially important for people who have
